Title 10 VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC

10.03 - Definitions   

As used in this chapter, the following terms have the meanings ascribed to them in this section unless context indicates otherwise.
A. 
“Abandoned Vehicle” means a vehicle, motorized or not, which 
1.
is operable or not, and 
2.
has been left unattended on public property for more than five (5) days ((one hundred twenty (120) hours)), or 
3.
has remained illegally on public property for more than five (5) days ((one hundred twenty (120) hours), or
4.
any vehicle parked on a public street or right-of-way determined by a police authority to create a hazard to other vehicles.

B.
“Alley’ is as defined in DMC Chapter 12.02.

C.
“Bicycle” – means a vehicle propelled solely by human power  upon which a person may ride and that has four (4) or fewer tandem wheels and a seat height of more than four (4) inches from the ground when the seat is raised to its highest position, except two-wheeled human-propelled scooters and similar devices. 
D.
Central Business District or Business District is as defined in DMC Chapter 17.64.
E.
“Crosswalk” is as defined in DMC Chapter 12.02.
F.
“Ditch” is as defined in DMC Chapter 12.02.
G.
“Fire Lane” is as defined in DMC Chapter 12.02.
H.
“Gross Vehicle Weight – means the weight of a vehicle without load plus the weight of any load on the vehicle.
I.
“Intersection” is as defined in DMC Chapter 12.02.
J.
Individual Parking Space is as defined in DMC Chapter 12.02.
K.
“Motor Vehicle” – means a vehicle propelled by its own power and designed or used to transport persons or property upon the highways of this state.
L.
“Official Traffic Control Devices” is as defined in DMC Chapter 12.02.
M.
“Pathway” means an improved footpath, walking path, or bicycle path.

N.
“Police Officer” means an officer employed by, or acting on behalf of, the City of Dillon or another governmental entity who is authorized to direct traffic, regulate traffic, or make arrests for violations of statutes, regulations, or municipal ordinances applicable to traffic. The term includes Sheriff’s Department Officers and Montana Highway Patrol Officers. 
O.
“Park” and all like derivatives, when not used as a noun, means the complete cessation of a vehicle’s movement upon a street other than a brief complete cessation of a vehicle’s movement upon a street incidental to obeying traffic controls or avoiding conflict with other vehicles or pedestrians. 
P.
“Pedestrian” – means any person on foot or any person in a manually or mechanically propelled wheelchair or other low-powered, mechanically propelled vehicle designed specifically for use by a physically disabled person.
Q.
“Sidewalk” is as defined in DMC Chapter 12.02.

R.
“Street or Roadway” is as defined in DMC Chapter 12.02.
S.
“Sweeping District” is as defined in DMC Chapter 12.02.
T.
“Vehicle” means a device, motorized or not, in, upon, or by which any person or property may be transported or drawn upon a public highway or sidewalk including the vehicles described in MCA 61-1-101(46)(a)(ii)-(iii) and subject to the exclusions in MCA 61-1-101(46)(b).  The term vehicle also applies to, but is not limited to, flatbed utility trailers, enclosed utility trailers, bumper pull camp trailers, fifth wheel trailers, and any trailer that is used to transport all-terrain vehicles, any trailer used to transport any type of water craft and any bumper pull trailer or fifth wheel trailer that may be used to transport livestock.  The term excludes conveyances which are exclusively used upon stationary rails or tracks.
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
