10.04.010 Application of Code
The sections of this title shall be designated as the “Dillon Traffic Code,” and may be cited as “Dillon Traffic Code Chapter 10”.

The various Sections of Montana Code Annotated Title 61 (“Title 61”) which regulate traffic on the highways of this state are adopted by the City of Dillon and may be enforced within the City of Dillon. The sections of the Dillon Traffic Code are intended to not conflict with Title 61 and any other title of the Montana Code Annotated regulating traffic on the highways of this state.  Before determining that a section in the Dillon Traffic Code conflicts with Title 61 or any other title of the Montana Code Annotated regulating traffic on the highways of this state, a Court of competent jurisdiction shall first analyze whether the Dillon Traffic Code section in question constitutes an allowable local regulation pursuant to MCA § 61-8-103. Notwithstanding, any section in the Dillon Traffic Code which conflicts with Title 61 or any other title of the Montana Code Annotated regulating traffic on the highways of this State which is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to not to be an allowable local regulation pursuant to MCA § 61-8-103 shall be unenforceable.

10.04.030 Enforcement Authority 
A.
Subject to limitations imposed by the Montana Code Annotated, the Constitution of the State of Montana, or the Constitution of the United States of America, police officers or designated city employees employed by or acting on behalf of the City of Dillon must have the powers granted to a police officer under the laws of the State of Montana. Such powers include, but are not limited to: 
1.
The power to issue citations for violations of the Montana Code Annotated, DMC Title 10, and the DMC generally; 
2.
The power to make arrests for violations of the Montana Code Annotated which constitute arrestable offenses;
3.
The power to conduct searches, seizures, investigative stops, “community caretaker” stops, and 
4.
The power to direct, control, restrict, regulate, and exclude the movement of pedestrians and vehicles upon any public highway within the jurisdiction of the City of Dillon.

B.
Police officers or designated city employees acting on behalf of the City of Dillon, Montana may issue citations for violations of DMC Title 10.
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
