Chapter 10.98 Violations and Penalty
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10.98.090  Penalties for Certain Violation

Any person convicted of violating DMC § 10.12.040, DMC § 10.40.100, DMC § 10.45.025, DMC § 10.77.010 is guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be fined:
1.
not less than $25.00 but not more than $100.00 for a first conviction;

2.
not less than $50.00 but not more than $200.00 for any additional conviction occurring within 1 year of a first conviction; and

3.
not less than $100.00 but not more than $500.00 for any additional conviction occurring within 1 year of a conviction described in DMC 10.98.090(2), above.

10.98.100  Penalty for Other Violations.  

Any person who violates any other provision of this title is guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be punished by a fine of not more than $500.00.

10.98.110  Towing 
Under such guidelines as may be established by the Chief of Police, the police officers of the City of Dillon may impound or order towed-away any Motor Vehicle or Vehicle parked illegally as defined within Title 10.  Any person desiring to redeem such impounded or towed-away Motor Vehicle or Vehicle shall first pay the reasonable costs of removal and storage of such Motor Vehicle or Vehicle, together with such fine or fines as may be imposed by the City Court Judge for the violation or violations for such Motor Vehicle or Vehicle was impounded.
In determining whether or not a Motor Vehicle or Vehicle should be towed, the Chief of Police or an Officer with the Dillon Police Department will mark the Motor Vehicle or Vehicle in question in no less than two (2) conspicuous places using a method determined by the Chief of Police.  The marking shall state the date to be towed and the Officer’s badge number.  The Motor Vehicle or Vehicle shall be marked for tow no longer than the amount of time specified in this Title for the area of the violation from the date of marking.  The notification of violation shall not be removed by the owner of the Vehicle or Motor Vehicle prior to relocating the Vehicle or Motor Vehicle.  Once marked and removed, the Vehicle or Motor Vehicle shall not return to the same parking space within five (5) days.

10.98.120  Companies Authorized to Tow Motor Vehicles and Vehicles 
The City of Dillon shall contract with a Tow Company or any number of Tow Companies licensed under Title 61, Chapter 8, Part 9 of the Montana Code Annotated for the removal of any Motor Vehicle or Vehicle deemed to be in violation of Title 10 of the Dillon Municipal Code.  The City of Dillon may also contract with any number of Tow Companies and establish a rotation list to tow Motor Vehicles and Vehicles found in violation of Title 10 by the Chief of Police and/or Officers of the Dillon Police Department.  The above mentioned Tow Company(s) shall be licensed by the State of Montana to Tow Vehicles and Motor Vehicles, shall be bonded and shall have adequate storage for a multitude of Vehicles and Motor Vehicles of varying size and configuration.
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
