Chapter 10.30 School Zone ( Speed Limits

Pursuant to the authority granted in Section 7-14-4103 M.C.A. a new Chapter to the Dillon Municipal Code is hereby adopted:

Section 10.30.100  Establishment of School Zones for Traffic Regulation

The City Council may designate certain streets as “School Zones” for the purpose of regulating the speed of motor vehicles in those areas.  Creation of the speed zones shall be preceded by an engineering and traffic investigation as required by section 61-8-310 M.C.A.
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Section 10.30.110   Traffic Investigation  

An engineering and traffic investigation has been provided to the City Council.
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Section 10.30.121  Parkview School Zone Established 
Center Street, from its intersection with Atlantic Street, easterly to its intersection with Nevada Street, extending northerly to Sacajawea Drive’s intersection with Walnut Street, easterly along Sacajawea Drive in its entirety and at the intersection of Sacajawea Drive and Cottom Drive, northerly along Cottom Drive to its intersection with Thomsen Avenue, is hereby established as a school zone for traffic speed regulation purposes.
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Section 10.30.122   High School Zone Established 
Thomsen Avenue from its intersection with Cottom Drive extending westerly to the intersection of Helena Street and Atlantic Street is hereby established as a school zone for traffic speed regulation purposes. Center Street from its intersection with Atlantic Street westerly to its intersection with Pacific Street. Pacific Street from its intersection with Center Street northerly to its intersection with Helena Street is hereby established as a school zone for traffic speed regulation purposes.
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Section 10.30.123 Mary Innes School Zone Established 
Reeder Street from its intersection with Pacific Street extending westerly to its intersection with Washington Street.  Washington Street from its intersection with Reeder Street northerly to Sebree Street.  Sebree Street from its intersection with Washington Street extending easterly to its intersection with Pacific Street.  Pacific Street from its intersection with Sebree Street south to its intersection with Reeder Street is hereby established as a school zone for traffic speed regulation purposes.
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Section 10.30.130  School Zone Speed Limit Established 
The maximum speed permitted in a school zone within the City of Dillon shall be 15 miles per hour.  All such zones shall be posted in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.
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
